Dear Parents, 

We’ve had a terrific first month of school!  We have completed our “I am Special” unit, which helped us to get to know each other a little better, and to celebrate the differences that make each of us special.   I am sure you will enjoy reviewing September’s work with your child.  I am already noticing improvements in fine motor coordination, even in the short time we have been together.

This month we will be starting our unit on “Community Helpers”.  This is an exciting unit for the children because they get to explore the jobs of people in our community.  We will be looking at Doctors, Nurses, Dentists, Firemen, Pilots, Mail Carriers, Bus drivers, Police Officers and many other jobs.  The children will learn about these people in our community through a variety of methods, including:  art, drama, writing, rhyming poems, silly songs, and classroom visits.  We have tentatively scheduled a Pilot to visit the class and look for other opportunities to invite visitors.  Please contact me if you would like to share with the class what you do at work, or would like to have the class visit your workplace.

I am very excited about the new resources that we have received for the Kindergarten classroom.  I am certain that the children will be thrilled with the changes.  It is important with changes, however, to maintain consistent transitions and routines.  A few ways you can help these routines to run smoothly are by placing your child’s water bottle in the white crate (just inside the K door) daily, emptying out your child’s bin and retrieving their water bottle at the end of the day.  

It should be noted that uniforms are to be worn daily by all Kindergarten students.  This includes appropriate footwear (sandals must have heel straps).  If you are waiting for the new order of uniforms to come in, please let me know so I can excuse your child for the time being.

Snack time and lunchtime are very important times of the day.  How your child eats throughout the day has a strong affect on their energy levels, their ability to listen and their ability to play. During snack time we encourage the children to eat fruit, and we teach them the importance of a healthy meal.  Please continue to ensure that your child is not bringing any candy, chocolate or chips to school, these are not acceptable snacks.  I am very encouraged to see so many of the children bringing lunches that are nutritious.  Thank you for your support in this.

The parking lot at Provo Primary is scheduled to be paved this month.  This will mean there will be a two week period when we will not be able to drive on it.  Thank you for your patience throughout this inconvenience.
