Fees are due on September 1, January 1 and April 1 or, if you are paying monthly, the first of every month. School starts at 8.30AM. Any children who arrive prior to 8.20AM must remain with an adult responsible for supervision. Pick up is at 3.PM; late charges will be charged FOR ALL STUDENTS PICKED UP AFTER 3.15pm unless they are in after school clubs.
